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Novel Idea for Child Education Observed by Retired KAC Chief 

Jerry Walker, retired from the Kid’s Advocacy Coalition was our guest speaker last Monday. She discussed the Reggio Emilia program for infant and toddler education that she observed in Reggio Emilia Italy in a trip there two years ago. Her hope is to bring some of what she learned back to the Tiftarea to be used in improving our educational tactics for young children. She first thanked the Exchange Club for their contributions to the afterschool program that KAC operatates. Walker indicated that 909% of the child’s brain is developed in the first three years of life. KAC is involved in the early learning program. The Reggio Emilia approach was new and well publicized. She learned that environment is very important in controlling the child’s behavior. When you control the environment, it is not necessary to control the child. They use lots of staff training and have a commitment to research and experimentation. They have little turnover in staff and consider interrelations very important. They use two teachers per room and have lots of parent involvement. The program emphasizes documenting everything that the child does and says. She said that the trip did stretch her mind and she would like to see those kind of changes in the U.S.
