Other agencies receiving funding included: Ruth’s Cottage, Big Brothers/Big Sisters, the Green House Project, Tift County Council on Child Abuse, Kids Advocacy Coalition, CASA, Child Care Resources and Referrals, United Way of South Central Georgia and the Tift County Commission on Children and Youth. President Fox passed out a copy of the amounts requested and the amount funded for each of the organizations. The funding is an integral part of these organization’s programs and The Exchange Club should be proud of their contribution to these worthy causes.
