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Sixth Street Academy Is Not Just an Ordinary Alternative School
Most people think of alternative schools as just a place for bad kids to be housed until they can graduate. Principal Tammy Blackshear explained to the Exchange Club that Sixth Street Academy is more than just an alternative school and is a chance for students to succeed rather than to become a burden on society by failing to get an eduation.
“A lot of our kids are struggling with poverty, academic issues and attendance issues,” Blackshear said. “Our goal is to intervene positively with these kids to transition them back to their base school. If these kids are not in school then while we are at our jobs, they are out on the street.”
Blackshear says they first must change the minds and attitudes of the students. The school has three types of students. About 70% of the kids are on probation and  in the alternative aspect. Then the school has a dual enrollment program where the kids are also enrolled at Moultrie Tech. They are taking classes toward graduation as well as other classes. The final aspect is credit recovery for those kids that only lack one or two credits before they can graduate. That is a tuition based program.
